A prehistoric, six-foot creature moves stealthily through
the ancient rainforest...a blazing, multicoloured neck
flashes in the forest gloom before one of the world’'s
most bizarre and deadly birds majestically appears -
the Southern Cassowary. In a stunning landscape
where the rainforest meets the reef Cassowaries takes
you on an intimate journey inside the rarely seen world
of the cassowary. These flightless giants can weigh up
to 85kg, swim across crocodile-infested rivers and run
at 40 kph...these are no ordinary birds!

The cassowary is not all power and strength; the male
cassowary is one of Nature’s greatest fathers. After the
female has laid her 4-6 giant green eggs, she’'ll leave
the male with all the incubating and parenting duties,
while she heads off to find another mate. The journey of
the father cassowary and his young chicks is intimate
and touching as we explore behaviour rarely seen and
never-filmed before. The adorable, vulnerable, tiny
chicks have much to learn and there are predators all
around.

With an ever-decreasing and fragmented habitat many
birds are now living in territories bordering on coastal
towns like Mission Beach. And in 2006 things got a
whole lot worse for the Cassowaries of Mission Beach.
A devastating cyclone destroyed their forest homes and
with no food the starving cassowaries were forced onto
the streets and into people’s backyards. Queensland
Parks and Wildlife rangers, lead by charismatic wildlife
manager Scott Sullivan, race to save the birds from
starvation and the perils of suburbia....but many birds
fall victim cars and dogs.

The rangers must also protect the public from
aggressive cassowaries who are demanding food.
Cassowary relocations are heart-stopping, dangerous
and action-packed. In the months following Cyclone
Larry, Scott's team are busy relocating wild
cassowaries and rehabilitating orphan cassowary
chicks so they can be released back into the wild. With
as few as 1500 cassowaries left in the wild in Australia,
every bird counts.

Anthochaera phrygia —
Regent Honeyeater. There is
an estimate population of 800-
2000 birds. With so few birds
remaining in the wild, the
maintenance of the entire
population is crucial for the

long-term survival of the species.

The distribution of the Regent Honeyeater is severely
fragmented. In NSW they are now largely absent from
many areas where it was formerly distributed, Breeding
occurs at just three main locations: the Capertee
Valley, NSW; the Bundarra-Barraba area, NSW; and
around Chiltern,Victoria. In some years, breeding also
occurs in areas surrounding these key sites, e.g. in the
Upper Hunter Valley region.

The fragmentation of habitat is capable of affecting the
species on a broad scale. In addition, the fragmentation
of woodland habitats may also have allowed
populations of large, aggressive honeyeaters (e.g.
friarbirds Philemon and miners Manorina) to expand,
resulting in competition for food and for nestsites.

Recovery Actions Completed: Timber extraction,
grazing and mining are now prohibited at important
sites that are used regularly by the Regent Honeyeater.
There is ongoing monitoring of the breeding
populations and there is ongoing analysis of existing
and new records to determine whether any changes
have occurred in distribution. A captive breeding
program has been established successfully. In addition,
a range of mechanisms have been employed to protect
known and potential foraging and breeding habitat;
these measures include threatened species legislation,
controls on the clearance of vegetation, the inclusion of
management prescriptions into codes of practice for the
forestry industry, and voluntary actions including
conservation agreements, covenants, and the
implementation of Land for Wildlife schemes.

There is a new recovery action plan in preparation for
the Regent Honeyeater. A number of projects have
received Government funding grants for conservation
and recovery work benefiting this bird. This includes a
Central Coast Regent Honeyeater Volunteer receiving
$10, 815 of funding through the Threatened Species
Network Community Grants for habitat assessment to
ensure the availability of long-term winter resources.

CONSERVATIONISTS say koalas are on the brink of
extinction in southeast Queensland and more needs to
be done to protect them. Hundreds of protesters are
expected to rally in Brisbane and March on Parliament
House at noon (AEST) today to raise awareness of the
plight of the marsupials.

Rally spokeswoman Carolyn Beaton said there had
been 25,000 recorded koala deaths in southeast
Queensland - the fastest growing region in Australia -
over the past decade.

Ms Beaton said rapid development in other parts of the
country, particularly along the east coast, was also
threatening koala habitat.

"This rally will show our politicians, and indeed the
world, that Australia does care about its wildlife and
we, as Australians, will not stand by and let the rest of

Meanwhile, the Queensland Government today
announced it would protect 5.6 hectares of stateowned
koala habitat at Alexandra Hills.

State Climate Change Minister Kate Jones said the
land, located on Windemere Road and of high
commercial value, would be handed over to Redland
City Council.

The Government is currently drafting a state planning
policy aimed at protecting koalas to halt declining
numbers and recently completed a koala mapping
project.
